Living Sunlight: How Plants Bring the Earth to Life
by Penny Chisholm (Scholastic, Inc.). The sun is the
narrator of this tale, explaining how its light affects
plants, animals and people. Yellow dots representing
sunlight sparkle throughout this gorgeously illustrated
story. It serves as a great starting point to talk to kids
about photosynthesis—how plants need sunlight to
live, and people need plants to live.

Let’'s Do Nothing! by Tony Fucile (Candlewick Press).
Frankie and Sal have already done everything—they’ve
baked cookies, painted pictures and played sports and
board games. So they decide to try to do nothing—for
