Our containers are used as an ongoing drop-off site for books, CDs, DVDs, videos, and audio books. As soon as the
container is full, I’ll make sure it gets emptied right away. Each time we empty the container we’ll weigh its contents
and track the running total in our system. Whenever the container is emptied we’ll send you a check based on the
totals we’ve picked up. You will earn $0.05 per pound for amounts collected from the container and there are never
any out of pocket expenses. The container will hold between 3,500 and 4,000 Ibs when full, which will earn you
between $175.00 and $200.00 every time it’s emptied.

All you need is an outdoor space; school, church, town hall, and VFW parking lots work great! Don’t have a space of
your own? Perhaps there is a philanthropic business owner in your area that would be willing to host a container to
help your group. Our container is a 6 cube (6’x6.6’x6.6) or an 8’ cube (8’x7.6’x7.6”) that takes up less space than a
parking spot and is meant to be placed in an accessible public lot. The container’s exterior will display professionally
designed signs that advertise the container’s existence and what items are appropriate to donate. On top of that,
we’ll provide effective promotional tools including customized flyers, a press release, online listings, and we’ll add
your location to our website to make your fundraising efforts successful and profitable. In addition, when residents
from your area call us to schedule a book pick-up, we’ll first recommend that they drop off their books in your
container before scheduling the pick-up.

How much will you raise? The sky is the limit! By placing the container in a visible location and promoting it well, we
are sure that it will fill quickly.
