
 

To celebrate Literacy Month last year, the Columbus PTO issued a challenge to our students and asked them if 

they could read 2,000 books over a six week period.  Not only did the students meet the challenge, but they 

finished by reading close to 2,300 books.  To celebrate, the students were rewarded with some small gifts and 

an ice cream sundae day. 

So what’s this year’s challenge?  Can we read 1,000,000 minutes?  Are you up for the challenge? 

Sounds like a lot?  1,000,000 minutes, how can that be possible?  Let’s see, we have about 500 students 

currently enrolled in the Columbus.  If each student reads 15 minutes a night, that’s 7,500 minutes a day x 7 

days, that’s 52,500 minutes a week and after 20 weeks, we could reach 1,050,000 total minutes.
